* An “influx of views” (di66h2sava) is recognized in the Abhidhamma literature and in the 
Mah2parinibb2na Sutta (apparently a late addition to that sutta). In the older sutta literature, only three 
influxes (2savas) are recognized: sensuality, desire for existence, and ignorance. 
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
